Based upon a review by the Office of the Superintendent to address the increasing costs associated
with storing, maintaining, and preparing videos for public records requests, the proposed
amendment aligns the expenditures associated with those requests. The Department determined
that fifty cents per minute of video is sufficient to defer the costs of storing and preparing videos
based on the number of requests received over the past twelve-month period.
