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Did You Know?
In the past five years, State of Louisiana employees have experienced 15,933 accidents/injuries!  That equates to 8.7 employee injuries per day!

During the same time period, there were 5,994 vehicle accidents involving state vehicles or vehicles being used on state business.  That equates to 3.3 vehicle accidents per day.
