The Louisiana Department of Energy and Natural Resources - Office of Conservation has received primacy from the
USEPA for the Class VI Geologic Sequestration of Carbon Dioxide program. The IRS has changed the Section 45Q Credit
such that a larger credit will be given for each metric ton of carbon dioxide that is injected underground for permanent
storage under this program, but has stated that construction of these wells must begin before January 1, 2024 to be
eligible for the credit. As a result, many operators are planning on permitting injection wells in Louisiana by 2024. The
Office of Conservation - Injection and Mining Division currently has primacy from the USEPA for Class |, I, Ill, IV, and V
wells, and recently has been granted primacy for Class VI to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the publicin a
consistent manner with all other injection wells in the State of Louisiana. In the Louisiana Regular Session of 2009,
House Bill 661 was passed in support of the Class VI primacy effort. HB 661 enacted R.S. 19:2(12) and Chapter 11 of Title
30 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, to be comprised of R.S. 30:1101 through 1111, relative to the storage of
carbon dioxide. The proposed Class VI Injection Wells rule is at least as stringent as the corresponding federal rule (40
CFR 124, 144, 145, and 146) and also incorporates the enactments of HB 661.
