1. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY (Equal Opportunity Clause)
(applicable to contracts and subcontracts above $10,000)
During the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

A. The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.  The Contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or national origin.  Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

Employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship.  The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

B. The Contractor will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin.

C. The contractor will not discharge or in any other manner discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because such employee or applicant has inquired about, discussed, or disclosed the compensation of the employee or applicant or another employee or applicant. This provision shall not apply to instances in which an employee who has access to the compensation information of other employees or applicants as a part of such employee's essential job functions discloses the compensation of such other employees or applicants to individuals who do not otherwise have access to such information, unless such disclosure is in response to a formal complaint or charge, in furtherance of an investigation, proceeding, hearing, or action, including an investigation conducted by the employer, or is consistent with the contractor's legal duty to furnish information.

D. The Contractor will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which he has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice to be provided advising the said labor union or workers' representatives of the Contractor's commitment under this section, and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

E. The Contractor will comply with all provisions of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, as amended, and the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.

F. The Contractor will furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, as amended, and by rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor, or pursuant thereto, and will permit access to his books, records, and accounts by the administering agency and the Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance with such rules, regulations, and others.

G. In the event of the Contractor's noncompliance with the non-discrimination clauses of this contract or with any of the said rules, regulations, or orders, this contract may be cancelled, terminated, or suspended in whole or in part and the Contractor may be declared ineligible for further Government contracts or federally assisted construction contracts in accordance with procedures authorized in Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, and such other sanctions may be imposed and remedies invoked as provided in Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965,  or by rule, regulation, or by rule, regulation, or order of the Secretary of Labor, or as otherwise provided by law.

H. The Contractor will include the provisions of the sentence immediately preceding paragraph A and the provisions of paragraphs A through H in every subcontract or purchase order unless exempted by rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant to Section 204 of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.  The Contractor will take such action with respect to any subcontract or purchase order as administering agency may be direct as a means of enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for noncompliance:

Provided, however, that in the event a contractor becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a subcontractor or vendor as a result of such direction by the administering agency, the Contractor may request the United States to enter into such litigation to protect the interest of the United States.

2. STANDARD FEDERAL EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS
(applicable to contracts and subcontracts above $10,000)

A. As used in these specifications:

(1) "Covered area" means the geographical area described in the solicitation from which this contract resulted;

(2) "Director" means Director, Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, United States Department of Labor, or any person to whom the Director delegates authority;

(3) "Employer identification number" means the Federal Social Security number used on the Employer's Quarterly Federal Tax Return, U.S. Treasury Department Form 941.

(4) "Minority" includes:

(a) Black (all persons having origins in any of the Black African racial groups not of Hispanic origin);

(b) Hispanic (all persons of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South America or other Spanish Culture or origin, regardless of race);

(c) Asian and Pacific Islander (all persons having origins in any of the original people of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian Subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands); and

(d) American Indian or Alaskan Native (all persons having origins in any of the original peoples of North America and maintaining identifiable tribal affiliations through membership and participation or community identification).

B. When the Contractor, or any subcontractor, at any tier, subcontracts a portion of the work involving any construction trade, it shall physically include in each subcontract, in excess of $10,000, the provisions of these specifications and the Notice which contains the applicable goals for minority and female participation and which is set forth in the solicitations from which this contract resulted.

C. If the Contractor is participating (pursuant to 41 CFR 60‑4.5) in a Hometown Plan approved by the U.S. Department of Labor in the covered area either individually or through an association, its affirmative action obligations on all work in the Plan area (including goals and timetables) shall be in accordance with that Plan for those trades which have unions participating in the Plan.  Contractors must be able to demonstrate their participation in compliance with the provisions of any such Hometown Plan.  Each Contractor or subcontractor participating in an approved Plan is individually required to comply with its obligations under the EEO clause, and to make a good faith effort to achieve each goal under the Plan in each trade in which it has employees.  The overall good faith performance by other Contractors or subcontractors toward a goal in an approved Plan does not excuse any covered Contractor's or subcontractor's failure to take good faith efforts to achieve the Plan goals and timetables.

D. The Contractor shall implement the specific affirmative action standards provided in paragraphs G(1) through G(16) of these specifications.  The goals set forth in the solicitation from which this contract resulted are expressed as percentages of the total hours of employment and training of minority and female utilization the Contractor should reasonably be able to achieve in each construction trade in which it has employees in the covered area.  Covered construction contractors performing contracts in geographical areas where they do not have a federal or federally-assisted construction contract shall apply the minority and female goals established for the geographic area where the contract is being performed.  Goals are published periodically in the Federal Register in notice form and such notices may be obtained from any Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs office or from Federal procurement contracting officers.  The Contractor is expected to make substantially uniform progress in meeting its goals in each craft during the period specified.

E. Neither the provisions of any collective bargaining agreement, nor the failure by a union with whom the Contractor has a collective bargaining agreement, to refer either minorities or women shall excuse the Contractor's obligations under these specifications, Executive Order 11246, or the regulations promulgated pursuant thereto.

F. In order for the non-working training hours of apprentices and trainees to be counted in meeting the goals, such apprentices and trainees must be employed by the Contractor during the training period, and the Contractor must have made a commitment to employ the apprentices and trainees at the completion of their training, subject to the availability of employment opportunities.  Trainees must be trained pursuant to training programs approved by the U.S. Department of Labor.

G. The Contractor shall take specific affirmative action to ensure equal employment opportunity.  The evaluation of the Contractor's compliance with these specifications shall be based upon its effort to achieve maximum results from its actions.  The Contractor shall document these efforts fully, and shall implement affirmative action steps at least as extensive as the following:

(1) Ensure and maintain a working environment free of harassment, intimidation, and coercion at all sites, and in all facilities at which the Contractor's employees are assigned to work.  The Contractor, where possible, will assign two or more women to each construction project.  The Contractor shall specifically ensure that all foremen, superintendents and other on-site supervisory personnel are aware of and carry out the Contractor's obligation to maintain such a working environment, with specific attention to minority or female individuals working at such sites or in such facilities.

(2) Establish and maintain a current list of minority and female recruitment sources, provide written notification to minority and female recruitment sources and to community organizations when the Contractor or its unions have employment opportunities available, and maintain a record of the organization's responses.

(3) Maintain a current file of the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of each minority and female off-the-street applicant and minority or female referral from a union, a recruitment source, or community organization and of what action was taken with respect to each such individual.  If such individual was sent to the union hiring hall for referral and was not referred back to the Contractor by the union or, if referred, not employed by the Contractor, this shall be documented in the file with the reason therefore, along with whatever additional actions the Contractor may have taken.

(4) Provide immediate written notification to the Director when the union or unions with which the Contractor has a collective bargaining agreement have not referred to the Contractor a minority person or woman sent by the Contractor, or when the Contractor has other information that the union referral process has impeded the Contractor's efforts to meet its obligations.

(5) Develop on-the-job training opportunities and/or participate in training programs for the area which expressly includes minorities and women, including upgrading programs and apprenticeship and trainee programs relevant to the Contractor's employment needs, especially those programs funded or approved by the Department of Labor.  The Contractor shall provide notice of these programs to the sources compiled under G(2) above.

(6) Disseminate the Contractor's EEO policy by providing notice of the policy to unions and training programs and requesting their cooperation in assisting the Contractor in meeting its EEO obligations; by including it in any policy manual and collective bargaining agreement; by publicizing it in the company newspaper, annual report, etc.; by specific review of the policy with all management personnel and with all minority and female employees at least once a year; and by posting the company EEO policy on a bulletin board accessible to all employees at each location where construction work is performed.

(7) Review, at least annually, the company's EEO policy and affirmative action obligations under these specifications with all employees having any responsibility for hiring, assignment, layoff, termination, or other employment decisions including specific review of these items with on-site supervisory personnel such as Superintendents, General Foreman, etc., prior to the initiation of construction work at any job site.  A written record shall be made and maintained identifying the time and place of these meetings, persons attending, subject matter discussed, and disposition of the subject matter.

(8) Disseminate the Contractor's EEO policy externally by including it in any advertising in the news media, specifically including minority and female news media, and providing written notification to and discussing the Contractor's EEO policy with other Contractors and Subcontractors with whom the Contractor does or anticipates doing business.

(9) Direct its recruitment efforts, both oral and written, to minority, female and community organizations, to schools with minority and female students and to minority and female recruitment and training organizations serving the Contractor's recruitment area and employment needs.  Not later than one month prior to the date for acceptance of applications for apprenticeship or other training by any recruitment source, the Contractor shall send written notification to organizations such as the above, describing the openings, screening procedures, and tests to be used in the selection process.

(10) Encourage present minority and female employees to recruit other minority persons and women and, where reasonable, provide after school, summer, and vacation employment to minority and female youth both on the site and in other areas of a Contractor's work force.

(11) Validate all tests and other selection requirements where there is an obligation to do so under 41 CFR Part 60‑3.

(12) Conduct, at least annually, an inventory and evaluation of all minority and female personnel for promotional opportunities and encourage these employees to seek or to prepare for, through appropriate training, etc., such opportunities.

(13) Ensure that seniority practices, job classifications, work assignments and other personnel practices, do not have a discriminatory effect by continually monitoring all personnel and employment related activities to ensure that the EEO policy and the Contractor's obligations under these specifications are being carried out.

(14) Ensure that all facilities and company activities are nonsegregated except that separate or single-user toilet and necessary changing facilities shall be provided to assure privacy between the sexes.

(15) Document and maintain a record of all solicitations of offers for subcontracts from minority and female construction contractors and suppliers, including circulation of solicitation to minority and female contractor associations and other business associations.

(16) Conduct a review, at least annually, of all supervisors' adherence to and performance under the Contractor's EEO policies and affirmative action obligations.

H. Contractors are encouraged to participate in voluntary associations which assist in fulfilling one or more of their affirmative action obligations (G(1) through G(16)).  The efforts of a contractor association, joint contractor-union, contractor-community, or other similar group of which the Contractor is a member and participant, may be asserted as fulfilling any one or more of its obligations under G(1) through G(16) of these specifications provided that the Contractor actively participates in the group, makes every effort to assure that the group has a positive impact on the employment of minorities and women in the industry, ensures that the concrete benefits of the program are reflected in the Contractor's minority and female workforce participation, makes a good faith effort to meet its individual goals and timetables, and can provide access to documentation which demonstrates the effectiveness of actions taken on behalf of the Contractor.  The obligation shall not be a defense for the Contractor's non-compliance.

I. A single goal for minorities and a separate single goal for women has been established.  The Contractor, however, is required to provide equal employment opportunity and to take affirmative action for all minority groups, both male and female, and all women, both minority and non-minority.  Consequently, the Contractor may be in violation of the Executive Order if a particular group is employed in a substantially disparate manner (for example, even though the Contractor has achieved its goals for women generally, the Contractor may be in violation of the Executive Order if a specific minority group of women is underutilized).

J. The Contractor shall not use the goals and timetables or affirmative action standards to discriminate against any persons because of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

K. The Contractor shall not enter into any subcontract with any person or firm debarred from government contracts pursuant to E.O. 11246.

L. The Contractor shall carry out such sanctions and penalties for violation of these specifications and of the Equal Opportunity Clause including suspension, termination, and cancellation of existing subcontracts as may be imposed or ordered pursuant to E.O. 11246, as amended.

M. The Contractor, in fulfilling its obligations under these specifications, shall implement specific affirmative action steps, at least as extensive as those standards prescribed in paragraph G of these specifications, so as to achieve maximum results from its efforts to ensure equal employment opportunity.  If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of the Executive Order, the implementing regulations, or these specifications, the Director shall proceed in accordance with 41 CFR 60‑4.8.

N. The Contractor shall designate a responsible official to monitor all employment related activity to ensure that the company EEO policy is being carried out, to submit reports relating to the provisions hereof as may be required by the government and to keep records.  Records shall at least include for each employee, the name, address, telephone numbers, construction trade, union affiliation if any, employee identification number where assigned, social security number, race, sex, status (e.g., mechanic, apprenticeship trainee, helper, or laborer), dates of changes in status, hours worked per week in the indicated trade, rate of pay, and location at which the work was performed.  Records shall be maintained in an easily understandable and retrievable form; however, to the degree that existing records satisfy this requirement, Contractors shall not be required to maintain separate records.

O. Nothing herein provided shall be construed as a limitation upon the application of other laws which establish different standards of compliance or upon the application or requirements for the hiring of local or other area residents (e.g., those under the Public Works Employment Act of 1977 and the Community Development Block Grant Program).

3. NOTICE OF REQUIREMENT FOR AFFIRMATIVE ACTION
(applicable to contracts and subcontract over $10,000)

A. The Offeror’s or Bidder's attention is called to the "Equal Opportunity Clause" and the "Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity Construction Contract Specifications" set forth herein.

B. The goals and timetables for minority and female participation, expressed in percentage terms for the Contractor's aggregate workforce in each trade on all construction work in the covered area, are as follows:

These goals are applicable to all the Contractor's construction work (whether or not it is federal or federally assisted) performed in the covered area.  If the contractor performs construction work in a geographic area located outside of the covered area, it shall apply the goals established for such geographic area where the work is actually performed.  With regard to this second area, the Contractor also is subject to the goals for both its federally involved and non-federally involved construction.

The Contractor's compliance with the Executive Order and the regulations in 41 CFR Part 60‑4 shall be based on its implementation of the Equal Opportunity Clause, specific affirmative action obligations required by the specifications set forth in 41 CFR 60‑4.3 (a) and its efforts to meet the goals established for the geographical area where the contract resulting from this solicitation is to be performed.  The hours of minority and female employment and training must be substantially uniform throughout the length of the contract, and in each trade, and the Contractor shall make a good faith effort to employ minorities and women evenly on each of its projects.  The transfer of minority or female employees or trainees from Contractor to Contractor or from project to project for the sole purpose of meeting the Contractor's goals shall be a violation of the contract, the Executive Order, and the regulations in 41 CFR Part 60‑4.  Compliance with the goals will be measured against the total work hours performed.

C. The Contractor shall provide written notification to the Director of the Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs within 10 working days of award of any construction subcontract in excess of $10,000 at any tier for construction work under the contract resulting from this solicitation.  The notification shall list the name, address, and telephone number of the subcontractor; employer identification number; estimated dollar amount of the subcontract; estimated starting and completion dates of the sub-contract; and the geographical area in which the contract is to be performed.

D. As used in this Notice, and in the contract resulting from this solicitation, the "covered area" is (insert description of the geographical areas where the contract is to be performed, giving the State, parish, and city, if any): 

4. CERTIFICATION OF NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES
(applicable to contracts and subcontracts over $10,000)

By the submission of this bid, the bidder, offeror, applicant or subcontractor certifies that he/she does not maintain or provide for his/her establishments, and that he/she does not permit employees to perform their services at any location, under his/her control, where segregated facilities are maintained.  He/she certifies further that he/she will not maintain or provide for employees any segregated facilities at any of his/her establishments, and he/she will not permit employees to perform their services at any location under his/her control where segregated facilities are maintained.  The bidder, offeror, applicant or subcontractor agrees that a breach of this certification is a violation of the equal opportunity clause of this contract.

As used in this certification, the term "segregated facilities" means any waiting rooms, work areas, rest rooms and wash rooms, restaurants and other eating areas, time clocks, locker rooms, and other storage or dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains, recreation or entertainment areas, transportation and housing facilities provided for employees which are segregated by explicit directive or are, in fact, segregated on the basis of race, color, religion, or national origin because of habit, local custom, or any other reason.

He/she further agrees that (except where he/she has obtained for specific time periods) he/she will obtain identical certification from proposed subcontractors prior to the award of subcontracts exceeding $10,000 which are not exempt from the provisions of the equal opportunity clause; that he/she will retain such certifications in his/her files; and that he/she will forward the following notice to such proposed subcontractors (except where proposed subcontractors have submitted identical certifications for specific time periods).

5. CIVIL RIGHTS

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.  No person shall, on the grounds of race, color, or national origin, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance.

6. SECTION 109 OF THE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ACT OF 1974

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Section 109 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974.  No person in the United States shall on the grounds of race, color, national origin, or sex be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity funded in whole or in part with funds made available under this title.  Section 109 further provides that discrimination on the basis of age under the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 or with respect to an otherwise qualified handicapped individual as provided in Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, is prohibited.

7. SECTION 3 OF THE HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT ACT OF 1968 - COMPLIANCE IN THE PROVISION OF TRAINING, EMPLOYMENT AND BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES

A. The work to be performed under this contract is subject to the requirements of Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, as amended, 12 U.S.C. 1701u (section 3).  The purpose of section 3 is to ensure that employment and other economic opportunities generated by HUD assistance or HUD-assisted projects covered by Section 3, shall, to the greatest extent feasible, be directed to low- and very low-income persons, particularly persons who are recipients of HUD assistance for housing.

B. The parties to this contract agree to comply with HUD's regulations in 24 CFR part 135, which implement Section 3.  As evidenced by their execution of this contract, the parties to this contract certify that they are under no contractual or other impediment that would prevent them from complying with the part 135 regulations.

C. The contractor agrees to send to each labor organization or representative of workers with which the contractor has a collective bargaining agreement or other understanding, if any, a notice advising the labor organization or workers' representative of the contractor's commitments under this Section 3 clause, and will post copies of the notice in conspicuous places at the work site where both employees and applicants for training and employment positions can see the notice. The notice shall describe the Section 3 preference, shall set forth minimum number and job titles subject to hire, availability of apprenticeship and training positions, the qualifications for each, and the name and location of the person(s) taking applications for each of the positions, and the anticipated date the work shall begin.

D. The contractor agrees to include this Section 3 clause in every subcontract subject to compliance with regulations in 24 CFR part 135, and agrees to take appropriate action, as provided in an applicable provision of the subcontract or in this Section 3 clause, upon a finding that the subcontractor is in violation of the regulations in 24 CFR part 135.  The contractor will not subcontract with any subcontractor where the contractor has notice or knowledge that the subcontractor has been found in violation of the regulations in 24 CFR part 135.

E. The contractor will certify that any vacant employment positions, including training positions, that are filled (1) after the contractor is selected but before the contract is executed, and (2) with persons other than those to whom the regulations of 24 CFR part 135 require employment opportunities to be directed, were not filled to circumvent the contractor's obligations under 24 CFR part 135.

F. Noncompliance with HUD's regulations in 24 CFR part 135 may result in sanctions, termination of this contract for default, and debarment or suspension from future HUD assisted contracts.

G. With respect to work performed in connection with Section 3 covered Indian housing assistance, Section 7(b) of the Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act (25 U.S.C. 450e) also applies to the work to be performed under this contract.  Section 7(b) requires that to the greatest extent feasible (i) preference and opportunities for training and employment shall be given to Indians, and (ii) preference in the award of contracts and subcontracts shall be given to Indian organizations and Indian-owned Economic Enterprises.  Parties to this contract that are subject to the provisions of Section 3 and section 7(b) agree to comply with Section 3 to the maximum extent feasible, but not in derogation of compliance with Section 7(b).

8. SECTION 503 OF THE REHABILITATION ACT OF 1973 (29 USC 793)
(applicable to contracts and subcontracts over $10,000)

A. The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of physical or mental disability in regard to any position for which the employee or applicant for employment is qualified.  The contractor agrees to take affirmative action to employ and advance in employment individuals with disabilities, and to treat qualified individuals without discrimination on the basis of their physical or mental disability in all employment practices, including the following:

(1) Recruitment, advertising, and job application procedures;

(2) Hiring, upgrading, promotion, award of tenure, demotion, transfer, layoff, termination, right of return from layoff and rehiring;

(3) Rates of pay or any other form of compensation and changes in compensation;

(4) Job assignments, job classifications, organizational structures, position descriptions, lines of progression, and seniority lists;

(5) Leaves of absence, sick leave, or any other leave;

(6) Fringe benefits available by virtue of employment, whether or not administered by the contractor;

(7) Selection and financial support for training, including apprenticeship, professional meetings, conferences, and other related activities, and selection for leaves of absence to pursue training;

(8) Activities sponsored by the Contractor including social or recreational programs;

(9) Any other term, condition, or privilege of employment.

B. The Contractor agrees to comply with the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant to the Act.

C. In the event of the Contractor's noncompliance with the requirements of this clause, actions for noncompliance may be taken in accordance with the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant to the Act.

D. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices in a form to be prescribed by the Director, Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, provided by or through the contracting officer.  Such notices shall state the rights of applicants and employees as well as the Contractor's obligation under the law to take affirmative action to employ and advance in employment qualified employees and applicants with disabilities.  The contractor must ensure that applicants or employees with disabilities are provided the notice in a form that is accessible and understandable to the individual applicant or employee (e.g., providing Braille or large print versions of the notice, or posting a copy of the notice at a lower height for easy viewing by a person using a wheelchair). With respect to employees who do not work at a physical location of the contractor, a contractor will satisfy its posting obligations by posting such notices in an electronic format, provided that the contractor provides computers, or access to computers, that can access the electronic posting to such employees, or the contractor has actual knowledge that such employees otherwise are able to access the electronically posted notices. Electronic notices for employees must be posted in a conspicuous location and format on the company's intranet or sent by electronic mail to employees. An electronic posting must be used by the contractor to notify job applicants of their rights if the contractor utilizes an electronic application process. Such electronic applicant notice must be conspicuously stored with, or as part of, the electronic application.

E. The Contractor will notify each labor organization or representative of workers with which it has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract understanding, that the Contractor is bound by the terms of Section 503 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and is committed to take affirmative action to employ and advance in employment, and shall not discriminate against, individuals with physical or mental disabilities.

F. The Contractor will include the provisions of this clause in every subcontract or purchase order of $10,000 or more unless exempted by rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary issued pursuant to Section 503 of the Act, so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.  The Contractor will take such action with respect to any subcontract or purchase order as the Director of the Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs may direct to enforce such provisions, including action for noncompliance.

G. The contractor must, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment and will not be discriminated against on the basis of disability.

9. SECTION 504 OF THE REHABILITATION ACT OF 1973, AS AMENDED

The Contractor agrees that no otherwise qualified individual with disabilities shall, solely by reason of his disability, be denied the benefits, or be subjected to discrimination including discrimination in employment, any program or activity that receives the benefits from the federal financial assistance.

10. AGE DISCRIMINATION ACT OF 1975

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975.  No person in the United States shall, on the basis of age, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under, any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance.

11. CERTIFICATION OF COMPLIANCE WITH AIR AND WATER ACTS
(applicable to contracts and subcontracts exceeding $150,000)

The Contractor and all subcontractors shall comply with the requirements of the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 USC 7401 et seq., the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 USC 1251 et seq.  Violations must be reported to the Federal awarding agency and the Regional Office of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 

In addition to the foregoing requirements, all nonexempt contractors and subcontractors shall furnish to the owner, the following:

A. A stipulation by the Contractor or subcontractors, that any facility to be utilized in the performance of any nonexempt contract or subcontract, is not listed on the List of Violating Facilities issued by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) pursuant to 40 CFR Part 15, as amended.

B. Agreement by the Contractor to comply with all the requirements of Section 114 of the Clean Air Act, as amended, (42 USC 1857 c‑8) and Section 308 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, (33 USC 1318) relating to inspection, monitoring, entry, reports and information, as well as all other requirements specified in said Section 114 and Section 308, and all regulations and guidelines issued thereunder

C. A stipulation that as a condition for the award of the contract, prompt notice will be given of any notification received from the Director, Office of Federal Activities, EPA, indicating that a facility utilized, or to be utilized for the contract, is under consideration to be listed on the EPA List of Violating Facilities.

D. Agreement by the Contractor that he will include, or cause to be included, the criteria and requirements in paragraph (1)  through (4) of this section in every nonexempt subcontract and requiring that the Contractor will take such action as the government may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions.

12. SPECIAL CONDITIONS PERTAINING TO HAZARDS, SAFETY STANDARDS AND ACCIDENT PREVENTION

A. Lead-Based Paint Hazards
(include in contracts for construction or rehabilitation of residential structures)

The construction or rehabilitation of residential structures is subject to the HUD Lead-Based Paint regulations, 24 CFR Part 35.  The Contractor and subcontractors shall comply with the provisions for the elimination of lead-based paint hazards under Subpart B of said regulations.  The Owner will be responsible for the inspections and certifications required under Section 35.14 (f) thereof.

B. Use of Explosives (Modify as required)

When the use of explosives is necessary for the prosecution of the work, the Contractor shall observe all local, state and federal laws in purchasing and handling explosives.  The Contractor shall take all necessary precaution to protect completed work, neighboring property, water lines, or other underground structures.  Where there is danger to structures or property from blasting, the charges shall be reduced and the material shall be covered with suitable timber, steel or rope mats.

The Contractor shall notify all owners of public utility property of intention to use explosives at least 8 hours before blasting is done close to such property.  Any supervision or direction of use of explosives by the engineer does not in any way reduce the responsibility of the Contractor or his Surety for damages that may be caused by such use.

C. Danger Signals and Safety Devices (Modify as Required)

The Contractor shall make all necessary precautions to guard against damages to property and injury to persons.  He shall put up and maintain in good condition, sufficient red or warning lights at night, suitable barricades and other devices necessary to protect the public.  In case the Contractor fails or neglects to take such precautions, the Owner may have such lights and barricades installed and charge the cost of this work to the Contractor.  Such action by the Owner does not relieve the Contractor of any liability incurred under these specifications or contract.

13. FLOOD DISASTER PROTECTION

This contract is subject to the requirements of the Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973 (P.L. 93‑234).  Nothing included as a part of this contract is approved for acquisition or construction purposes as defined under Section 3(a) of said 

Act, for use in an area identified by the Secretary of HUD as having special flood hazards which is located in a community not then in compliance with the requirements for participation in the National Flood Insurance Program pursuant to Section 201(d) of said Act; and the use of any assistance provided under this contract for such acquisition for construction in such identified areas in communities then participating in the National Flood Insurance Program shall be subject to the mandatory purchase of flood insurance requirements or Section 102(a) of said Act.

Any contract or agreement for the sale, lease, or other transfer of land acquired, cleared or improved with assistance provided under this Contract shall contain, if such land is located in an area identified by the Secretary as having special flood hazards and in which the sale of flood insurance has been made available under the  National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended, 42 U.S.C. 4001 et seq., provisions obligating the transferee and its successors or assigns to obtain and maintain, during the ownership of such land, such flood insurance as required with respect to financial assistance for acquisition or construction purposes under Section 102(a)  of Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973.

14. ACCESS TO RECORDS - MAINTENANCE OF RECORDS

The State of Louisiana, the Department of Housing and Urban Development, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, shall have access to any books, documents, papers and records of the Contractor which are directly pertinent to this specific contract, for the purpose of audits, examinations, and making excerpts and transcriptions.  All records connected with this contract will be maintained in a central location by the unit of local government and will be maintained for a period of five (5) years after the official date of the State's final closeout of its grant with HUD.

15. INSPECTION

The authorized representative and agents of the State of Louisiana and the Department of Housing and Urban Development shall be permitted to inspect all work, materials, payrolls, records of personnel, invoices of materials, and other relevant data and records.

16. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall complete and submit all reports, in such form and according to such schedule, as may be required by the Owner.

17. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

A. No officer or employee of the local jurisdiction or its designees or agents, no member of the governing body, and no other public official of the locality who 	his/her tenure or for one year thereafter, shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in any contract or subcontract, or the proceeds thereof, for work to be 	performed.  Further, the Contractor shall cause to be incorporated in all subcontracts the language set forth in this paragraph prohibiting conflict of interest.

B. No member of or delegate to Congress, or Resident Commissioner, shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom, but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if  made with a corporation for its general benefit.


18. ACTIVITIES AND CONTRACTS NOT SUBJECT TO EXECUTIVE ORDER 11246, AS AMENDED 
(applicable to contracts and subcontracts of $10,000 and under)

During the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

A. The Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.  The Contractor shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants for employment are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.  Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following:  employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship.

B. The Contractor shall post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by Contracting Officer setting forth the provisions of this non-discrimination clause.  The Contractor shall state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

C. Contractors shall incorporate foregoing requirements in all subcontracts.

19. PATENTS

A. The Contractor shall hold and save the Owner and its officers, agents, servants, and employees harmless from liability of any nature or kind, including cost and expenses for, or on account of any patented or unpatented invention, process, article, or appliance manufactured or used in the performance of the contract including its use by the Owner, unless otherwise specifically stipulated in the Contract Document.

B. License or Royalty Fees:  License and/or Royalty Fees for the use of a process which is authorized by the Owner of the project must be reasonable, and paid to the holder of the patent, or his authorized license, direct by the Owner and not by or through the Contractor.

C. If the Contractor uses any design device or materials covered by letters, patent or copyright, he shall provide for such use by suitable agreement with the owner of such patented or copy-righted design device or material.  It is mutually agreed and understood, that without exception the contract prices shall include all royalties or costs arising from the use of such design, device or materials, in any way involved in the work. The Contractor and/or his Sureties shall indemnify and save harmless the Owner of the project from any and all claims for infringement by reason of the use of such patented or copy-righted design, device or materials or any trademark or copy-right in connection with work agreed to be performed under this contract, and shall indemnify the Owner for any cost, expense, or damage which it may be obliged to pay by reason of such infringement at any time during the prosecution of the work or after completion of the work.

20. COPYRIGHT

No materials, to include but not limited to reports, maps, or documents produced as a result of this contract, in whole or in part, shall be available to the Contractor for copyright purposes.  Any such materials produced as a result of this contract that might be subject to copyright shall be the property of the Owner and all such rights shall belong to the Owner.

21. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE

If, through any cause, the Contractor shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner his obligations under this contract, or if the Contractor shall violate any of the covenants, agreements, or stipulations of this contract, the Owner shall thereupon have the right to terminate this contract by giving written notice to the Contractor of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least five (5) days before the effective date of such termination.  In such event, all finished or unfinished documents, data, studies, surveys, drawings, maps, models, photographs, and reports prepared by the Contractor under this contract shall, at the option of the Owner, become the Owner’s property and the Contractor shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any work satisfactorily completed hereunder.  Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor shall not be relieved of liability to the Owner for damages sustained by the Owner by virtue of any breach of the contract by the Contractor, and the Owner may withhold any payments to the Contractor for the purpose of set-off until such time as the exact amount of damages due the Owner from the Contractor is determined.

22. TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

The Owner may terminate this contract at any time by giving at least ten (10) days notice in writing to the Contractor.  If the contract is terminated by the Owner as provided herein, the Contractor will be paid for the time provided and expenses incurred up to the termination date.

23. ENERGY EFFICIENCY

The Contractor shall comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act (Public Law 94-163).

24. SUBCONTRACTS

A. The Contractor shall not enter into any subcontract with any subcontractor who has been debarred, suspended, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participating in contacting programs by any agency of the United States Government or the State of Louisiana.

B. The Contractor shall be as fully responsible to the Owner for the acts and omissions of the Contractor’s subcontractors, and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by them, as he is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by the Contractor.

C. The Contractor shall cause appropriate provisions to be inserted in all subcontracts relative to the work to bind subcontractor to the Contractor by the terms of the contract documents insofar as applicable to the work of subcontractors and to give the Contractor the same power as regards terminating any subcontract that the Owner may exercise over the Contractor under any provision of the contract documents.

D. Nothing contained in this contract shall create any contractual relation between any subcontractor and the Owner.

25. DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION, AND INELIGIBILITY

The Contractor represents and warrants that it and its subcontractors are not debarred, suspended, or placed in ineligibility status under the provisions of 2 CFR 180 that implement Executive Order 12549, Debarment and Suspension (3 CFR Part 1986 Comp., p. 189) and Executive Order 12689, Debarment and Suspension (3 CFR Part 1989 Comp., p. 235).

26. PROTECTION OF LIVES AND HEALTH

The Contractor shall exercise proper precaution at all times for the protection of persons and property and shall be responsible for all damages to persons or property, either on or off the worksite, which occur as a result of his prosecution of the work.  The safety provisions of applicable laws and building and construction codes, in  addition to specific safety and health regulations described by Chapter XIII, Bureau of Labor Standards, Department of Labor, Part 1518, Safety and Health Regulations for Construction, as outlined in the Federal Register, Volume 36, No. 75, Saturday, April 17, 1971, Title 29 - LABOR, shall be observed and the Contractor shall take or cause to be taken, such additional safety and health measures as the Owner may determine to be reasonably necessary.

27. BREACH OF CONTRACT TERMS

Any violation or breach of terms of this contract on the part of the Contractor or the Contractor’s subcontractors may result in the suspension or termination of this contract or such other action that may be necessary to enforce the rights of the parties of this contract.  The duties and obligations imposed by the contract documents and the rights and remedies available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law.

28. PROVISIONS REQUIRED BY LAW DEEMED INSERTED

Each and every provision of law and clause required by law to be inserted in this contract shall be deemed to be inserted herein and the contract shall be read and enforced as though it were included herein, and if through mistake or otherwise any such provision is not inserted, or is not correctly inserted, then upon the application of either party the contract shall forthwith be physically amended to make such insertion or correction.

29. CHANGES

The Owner may, from time to time, request changes in the scope of the services of the Contractor to be performed hereunder.  Such changes, including any increase or decrease in the amount of the Contractor’s compensation which are mutually agreed upon by and between the Owner and the Contractor, shall be incorporated in written and executed amendments to this Contract.

30. PERSONNEL

The Contractor represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all personnel required in performing the services under this Contract.  Such personnel shall not be employees of or have any contractual relationship with the Owner.

All the services required hereunder will be performed by the Contractor or under its supervision, and all personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or permitted under State and local law to perform such services.

No person who is serving sentence in a penal or correctional institution shall be employed on work under this Contract.

31. ANTI-KICKBACK RULES

Salaries of personnel performing work under this Contract shall be paid unconditionally and not less often than once a month without payroll deduction or rebate on any account except only such payroll deductions as are mandatory by law or permitted by the applicable regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor pursuant to the "Anti-Kickback Act" of June 13, 1934 (48 Stat. 948; 62 Stat. 740; 63 Stat. 108; Title 18 U.S.C. 874; and Title 40 U.S.C. 276c).  The Contractor shall comply with all applicable "Anti-Kickback" regulations and shall insert appropriate provisions in all subcontracts covering work under this contract to insure compliance by the subcontractors with such regulations, and shall be responsible for the submission of affidavits required of subcontractors thereunder except as the Secretary of Labor may specifically provide for variations of or exemptions from the requirements thereof.

32. ASSIGNABILITY

The Contractor shall not assign any interest in this Contract, and shall not transfer any interest in the same (whether by assignment or novation) without prior written approval of the Owner provided that claims for money due or to become due the Contractor from the Owner under this Contract may be assigned to a bank, trust company, or other financial institution, or to a Trustee in Bankruptcy, without such approval.  Notice of any such assignment or transfer shall be furnished promptly to the Owner.

33. INTEREST OF CONTRACTOR

The Contractor covenants that he presently has no interest and shall not acquire any interest direct or indirect in the above described project or any parcels therein or any other interest which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of his services hereunder.  The Contractor further covenants that in the performance of this Contract no person having any such interest shall be employed.

34. POLITICAL ACTIVITY

The Contractor will comply with the provisions of the Hatch Act (5 U.S.C. 1501 et seq.), which limits the political activity of employees.

35. COMPLIANCE WITH THE OFFICE OF MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET

The parties agree to comply with the regulations, policies, guidelines, and requirements of the Office of Management and Budget, “Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards”, 2 CFR Part 200, as they relate to the use of Federal funds under this contract.





36. DISCRIMINATION DUE TO BELIEFS

No person with responsibilities in operation of the project to which this grant relates will discriminate with respect to any program participant or any applicant for participation in such program because of political affiliation or beliefs.
37. CONFIDENTIAL FINDINGS

All of the reports, information, data, etc., prepared or assembled by the Contractor under this Contract are confidential, and the Contractor agrees that they shall not be made available to any individual or organization without prior written approval of the Owner.

38. LOBBYING

The Contractor certifies, to the best of his or her knowledge and belief that:

A. No federally appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement.

B. If any funds other than federally appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with this federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement, the contractor shall complete and submit Standard Form‑LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying," in accordance with its instructions.

39. CONTRACTING WITH SMALL AND MINORITY FIRMS, WOMEN’S BUSINESS ENTERPRISES, AND LABOR SURPLUS AREA FIRMS

The Contractor will take necessary affirmative steps to assure that minority firms, women’s business enterprises, and labor surplus area firms are used in subcontracting when possible. Steps include:

the particular needs of the agency, Pro-
vided, That such modifications are frst
approved by the Department of Labor)
(1) Minimum wages. (1) All laborers
and mechanics employed or working
upon the site of the work (or under the
United States Housing Act of 1037 or
under the Housing Act of 1049 in the
construction or development of the
project), will be paid unconditionally
and not less often than once a week,
and without subsequent deduction or
rebate on any account (except such
‘payroll deductions as are permitted by
regulations issued by the Secretary of
Labor under the Copeland Act (29 CFR
part 3)), the full amount of wages and
bona fide fringe bemefits (or cash
equivalents thereof) due at time of
payment computed at rates not les
than those contained in the wage de-
termination of the Secretary of Labor
which 1s attached hereto and made a
part hereof, regardless of any contrac-
tual relationship which may be alleged
to exist between the contractor and
such laborers and mechanics, Contribu-
tlons made or costs reasonably antici-
pated for bona fide fringe benefits
under sectton 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon
Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics
are constdered wages paid to such la-
borers or mechanics, subject to the
provisions of paragraph (a)(1)(1V) of
this section; also, regular contribu-
tlons made or costs incurred for more
than a weekly period (but not less
often than quarterly) under plans,
funds, or programs which cover the
particular weekly period, are deemed
to be constructively made or incurred
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during such weekly pertod. Such labor-
ers and mechanics shall be paid the ap-
propriate wage rate and fringe benefits
on the wage determination for the clas-
stfication of work actually performed,
without regard to skill, except as pro-
vided in §5.5(a)(4). Laborers or mechan-
ics performing work in more than one
classification may be compensated at
the rate specified for each classifica-
tlon for the time actually worked
theretn: Provided, That the employer’s
‘payroll records accurately set forth the
time spent in each classification in
which work s performed. The wage de-
termination (including any additional
classification and wage rates con-
formed under paragraph (a)(1)(if) of
this section) and the Davis-Bacon post-
er (WH-1321) shall be posted at all
times Dby the contractor and its sub-
contractors at the site of the work in a
prominent and accessible place where
1t can be easily seen by the workers.

(11)(4) The contracting officer shall
require that any class of laborers or
‘mechanics, including helpers, which 15
not listed in the wage determination
and which 1s to be employed under the
contract shall be classified 1n conform-
ance with the wage determination. The
contracting officer shall approve an ad-
ditional classification and wage rate
and fringe benefits therefore only when
the following criteria have been met:

(1) The work to be performed by the
classification requested 15 not per-
formed by a classification in the wage
determination; and

(2) The classification is utilized in
the area by the construction industry;
and

(3) The proposed wage rate. including
any bona fide fringe benefifs, bears a
reasonable relationship to the wage
rates contained in the wage determina-
tlon.

(B) If the contractor and the laborers
and mechanics to be employed in the
classification (if known), or thefr rep-
resentatives, and the contracting offi-
cer agree on the classification and
wage rate (including the amount des-
ignated for fringe benefits where appro-
Driate), a report of the action taken
shall be sent by the contracting officer
to the Administrator of the Wage and
Hour Division, U.S. Department of
Labor, Washington, DC 20210. The Ad-

ministrator, or an authorized rep-
resentative, will approve, modify, or
aisapprove every additional classlfica-
tlon action within 30 days of receipt
and so advise the contracting officer or
will notify the contracting officer
within the 30-day period that addi-
tional time 1s necessary.

(C) In the event the contractor, the
1aborers or mechanics to be employed
in the classification or their represent-
atives, and the contracting officer do
not agree on the proposed classtfica-
tion and wage rate (including the
amount destgnated for fringe benefits,
where appropriate), the contracting of-
ficer shall refer the questions, includ-
ing the views of all interested parties
and the recommendation of the con-
tracting officer, to_the Administrator
for determination. The Administrator,
or an authorized representative, will
issue a determination within 30 days of
receipt and so advise the contracting
officer or will notify the contracting
officer within the 30-day period that
additional time is necessary.

(D) The wage rate (including fringe
Denefits where appropriate) determined
pursuant to paragraphs (a)(1)(1f) (B) or
(C) of this section, shall be paid to all
workers performing work in the classi-
fication under this contract from the
£irst day on which work 1s performed in
the classification.

(1) Whenever the mintmum wage
rate prescribed in the contract for a
class of laborers or mechanics includes
a fringe beneftt which 1s not expressed
as an hourly rate, the contractor shall
efther pay the benefit as stated in the
wage determination or shall pay an-
other bona fide fringe beneflt or an
nourly cash equivalent thereof.

(1v) If the contractor does not make
payments to a trustee or other third
person, the contractor may consider as
part of the wages of any laborer or me-
chanic the amount of any costs reason-
ably anticipated n providing bona fide
fringe benefits under a plan or pro-
gram, Provided, That the Secretary of
Labor has found, upon the written re-
quest of the contractor, that the appli-
cable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act
have been met. The Secretary of Labor
‘may require the contractor to set aside
in a separate account assets for the
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meeting of obligations under the plan
or program.

(2) Withholding. The (write in name of
Federal Agency o the loan or grant re-
cipent) shall upon its own action or
upon written request of an authorized
representative of the Department of
Labor withhold or cause to be withheld
from the contractor under this con-
tract or any other Federal contract
with the same prime contractor, or any
other federally-assisted contract sub-
ject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage re-
quirements, which is held by the same
prime contractor, so much of the ac-
crued payments or advances as may be
constdered necessary to pay laborers
and mechanics, including apprentices,
trainees, and helpers, employed by the
contractor or any subcontractor the
full amount of wages required by the
contract. In the event of fatlure to pay
any laborer or mechanic, including any
apprentice, trainee, or helper, em-
ployed or working on the site of the
work (or under the United States Hous-
ing Act of 1837 or under the Housing
Act of 1049 1n the construction or de-
velopment of the project), all or part of
the wages required by the contract, the
(Agency) may, after written notice to
the contractor, sponsor, applicant, or
owner, take such action as may be hec-
essary to cause the suspension of any
further payment, advance, or guar-
antee of funds untdl such violations
nave ceased.

(@) Payrolls and basic records. (1) Pay-
rolls and basic records relating thereto
shall be maintained by the contractor
during the course of the work and pre-
served for a pertod of three years there-
after for all laborers and mechanics
working at the site of the work (or
under the United States Housing Act of
1937, or under the Housing Act of 1049,
in the construction or development of
the project). Such records shall contain
the name, address, and soctal security
number of each such worker, his or her
correct classification, hourly rates of
wages paid (including rates of contribu-
tlons or costs anticipated for bona fide
fringe benefits or cash equivalents
thereof of the types described in sec-
tlon 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act),
dally and weekly number of hours
worked, deductions made and actual
wages paid. Whenever the Secretary of

Labor has found under 20 CFR
5.5@)(1)1v) that the wages of any la-
Dorer or mechanic include the amount
of any costs reasonably anticipated in
providing benefits under a plan or pro-
gram described in section 1(b)2)(B) of
the Davis-Bacon Act, the contractor
shall matntain records which show that
the commitment to provide such bene-
fits 1s enforceable, that the plan or pro-
gram s financially responsible, and
that the plan or program has been com-
‘municated in writing to the laborers or
‘mechanics affected, and records which
show the costs anticipated or the ac-
tual cost incurred in providing such
Denefits. Contractors employlng ap-
prentices or trainees under approved
programs shall maintain written evi-
dence of the registration of apprentice-
ship programs and certification of
trainee programs, the registration of
the apprentices and trafnees, and the
ratios and wage rates prescribed in the
applicable programs.

(i1)(4) The contractor shall submit
weekly for each week in which any
contract work 1s performed a copy of
all payrolls to the (write in name of ap-
propriate federal agency) If the agency
is a party to the contract, but 1f the
agency 15 not such a party, the con-
tractor will submit the payrolls to the
applicant, sponsor, or owner, as the
case may be, for transmission to the
(write 1n name of agency). The payrolls
submitted shall set out accurately and
completely all of the information re-
quired to be matntained under 20 CFR
5.5(a)3)(1), except that full soctal secu-
rity numbers and home addresses shall
not be included on weekly transmit-
tals. Instead the payrolls shall omly
need to include an individually identi-
fying number for each employee (e.g..
the last four digits of the employee's
soctal security number). The required
weekly payroll information may be
submitted in any form desired. Op-
tlonal Form WH-847 is avatlable for
this purpose from the Wage and Hour
Division Web site at http:/www.dol.gov/
esa/whd/forms/wh34Tinstr.htm or 1ts suc-
cessor site. The prime contractor s re-
sponsible for the submission of cople
of payrolls by all subcontractors. Con-
tractors and _ subcontractors  shall
‘maintain the full social security num-
Der and current address of each covered

worker, and shall provide them upon
Tequest to the (write in name of appro-
priate federal agency) if the agency is a
party to the contract, but if the agency
is not such a party, the contractor will
submit them to the applicant, sponsor,
or owner, as the case may be, for trans-
mission to the (write in name of agen-
cy). the contractor, or the Wage and
Hour Division of the Department of
Labor for purposes of an investigation
or audit of compliance with prevailing
wage requirements. It is not a viola-
tlon of this section for a prime con-
tractor to require a subcontractor to
provide addresses and soctal security
‘numbers to the prime contractor for its
own records, without weekly submis-
slon to the sponsoring government
agency (or the applicant, sponsor, or
owner).

(B) Each payroll submitted shall be
accompanied by a “'Statement of Com-
pliance,” stgned by the contractor or
subcontractor or his or her agent who
pays or supervises the payment of the
persons employed under the contract
and shall certify the following:

(1) That the payroll for the payroll
period contains the information re-
quired to be provided under §5.5
(a)3)(11) of Regulations, 29 CFR part 5,
the appropriate information 1s being
‘maintained under §5.5 (a))(1) of Regu-
lations, 20 CFR part 5, and that such
information is correct and complete;

(2) That each laborer or mechanic
(including each helper, apprentice, and
trainee) employed on the contract dur-
ing the payroll perfod has been paid the
full weekly wages earned, without re-
bate, either directly or indirectly, and
that no deductions have been made ei-
ther directly or indirectly from the full
wages earned, other than permissible
deductions as set forth in Regulations,
29 CFR part 3;

(3) That each laborer or mechantc has
Dbeen pald not less than the applicable
wage rates and fringe benefits or cash
equivalents for the classification of
work performed, as specified in the ap-
plicable wage ~ determination incor-
porated into the contract.

(C) The weekly submission of a prop-
erly executed certification set forth on
the reverse side of Optional Form WH-
347 shall satisfy the requirement for
submission of the “Statement of Com-
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pliance”  required by  paragraph
(2)3)(11)(B) of this section.

(D) The falsification of any of the
above certifications may subject the
contractor or subcontractor to civil or
criminal prosecution under section 1001
of title 18 and section 231 of title 31 of
the United States Code.

(111) The contractor or subcontractor
shall make the records required under
‘paragraph (a)3)(1) of this section aval-
able for inspection, copying, or tran-
scription by authorized representatives
of the (write the name of the agency)
or the Department of Labor, and shall
permit such representatives to inter-
view employees during working hours
on the job. If the contractor or subcon-
tractor fails to submit the required
records or to make them avatlable, the
Federal agency may, after written no-
tice to the contractor, sponsor, appli-
cant, or owner, take such action as
may be necessary to cause the suspen-
sion of any further payment, advance,
or guarantee of funds. Furthermore,
failure to submit the required records
upon request or to make such records
avaflable may be grounds for debar-
‘ment action pursuant to 20 CFR 5.12.

(4) Apprentices and trainees—(i) Ap-
prentices. Apprentices will be permitted
to work at less than the predetermined
rate for the work they performed when
they are employed pursuant to and in-
dividually registered in a bona fide ap-
prenticeship program registered with
the U.S. Department of Labor, Employ-
‘ment and Training Administration, Of-
fice of Apprenticeship Training, Em-
ployer and Labor Services, or with a
State Apprenticeship Agency recog-
nized by the Office, or if a person is em-
ployed in his or her first 90 days of pro-
bationary employment as an appren-
tice n such an apprenticeship program,
who 1s not individually registered in
the program, but who has been cer-
tifled by the Office of Apprenticeship
Tratning, Employer and Labor Servic
or a State Apprenticeship Agency
(where appropriate) to be eligible for
probationary employment as an ap-
prentice. The allowable ratio of ap-
‘prentices to journeymen on the job site
in any craft classification shall not be
greater than the ratio permitted to the
contractor as to the entire work force
under the registered program. Anmy
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worker listed on a payroll at an ap-
prentice wage rate, who is mnot reg-
istered or otherwise employed as stated
above, shall be paid not less than the
applicable wage rate on the wage deter-
‘mination for the classification of work
actually performed. In addition, any
apprentice performing work on the job
site In excess of the ratio permitied
under the registered program shall be
pald not less than the applicable wage
Tate on the wage determination for the
work actually performed. Where a con-
tractor is performing construction on a
project 1n a locality other than that in
which 1ts program is registered, the ra-
tios and wage rates (expressed in per-
centages of the journeyman’s hourly
rate) specified in the contractor’s or
subcontractor’s registered program
shall be observed. Every apprentice
must be paid at not less than the rate
specified 1n the registered program for
the apprentice’s level of progress, ex-
pressed as a percentage of the journey-
‘men hourly rate specifled n the appii-
cable wage determination. Apprentices
shall be patd fringe benefits in accord-
ance with the provisions of the appren-
ticeship program. If the apprenticeship
program does not specify fringe bene-
fits, apprentices must be paid the full
‘amount of fringe benefits listed on the
wage determination for the applicable
classification. If the Administrator de-
termines that a different practice pre-
vails for the applicable apprentice clas-
stfication, fringes shall be paid in ac-
cordance with that determination. In
the event the Office of Apprenticeship
Training, Employer and Labor Serv-
ices, or a State Apprenticeship Agency
recognized by the Office, Withdraws ap-
proval of an apprenticeship program,
the contractor will no longer be per-
mitted to utilize apprentices at 1
than the applicable predetermined rate
for the work performed until an accept-
able program 1s approved.

(11) Trainees. Except as provided in 29
CFR 5.16, trainees will not be per-
mitted to work at less than the pre-
determined rate for the work per-
formed unless they are employed pur-
suant to and individually registered in
a program which has recetved prior ap-
proval, evidenced by formal certifi-
cation by the U.S. Department of
Labor, Employment and Training Ad-
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‘ministration. The ratio of tranees to
Journeymen on the job stte shall not be
greater than permiited under the plan
approved by the Employment and
Training Administration. Every train-
ee must be paid at not less than the
rate specified n the approved program
for the trainee’s level of progress, ex-
pressed as a percentage of the journey-
‘man hourly rate specified in the appli-
cable wage determination. Trainees
shall be paid fringe benefits n accord-
ance with the provisions of the trainee
program. If the trainee program does
not mention fringe benefits, tratnees
shall be patd the full amount of fringe
Denefits listed on the wage determina-
tion unless the Administrator of the
Wage and Hour Division determines
that there is an apprenticeship pro-
gram assoclated with the cor-
responding journeyman wage rate on
the wage defermination which provides
for less than full fringe benefits for ap-
prentices. Any employee listed on the
payroll at a tratnee rate who is not
registered and participating in a train-
ing plan approved by the Employment
and Training Administration shall be
Dpaid not less than the applicable wage
rate on the wage determination for the
classification of work actually per-
formed. In addition, any trainee per-
forming work on the job site n exce

of the ratio permitted under the reg-
istered program shall be paid not le
than the applicable wage rate on the
wage determination for the work actu-
ally performed. In the event the Em-
ployment and Training Administration
withdraws approval of a training pro-
gram, the contractor will no longer be
permitted to utilize tratnees at less
than the applicable predetermined rate
for the work performed until an accept-
able program 1s approved.

(1) Equal employment opportunity.
‘The utiltzation of apprentices, tratnees
and journeymen under this part shall
be in conformity with the equal em-
ployment opportunity requirements of
Executive Order 11246, as amended, and
29 CFR part 30.

(5) Compliance with Copeland Act re-
quirements. The contractor shall com-
Py with the requirements of 29 CFR
part 3, which are incorporated by ref-
erence tn this contract.
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(6) Subcontracts. The contractor or
subcontractor shall insert in any sub-
contracts the clauses contatned in 20
CFR 5.5(2)(1) through (10) and such
other clauses as the (write in the name
of the Federal agency) may by appro-
priate instructions require, and also a
clause requiring the subcontractors to
include these clauses n any lower tler
subcontracts. The prime  contractor
shall be responsible for the compliance
by any subcontractor or lower tier sub-
contractor with all the contract
clauses 1n 20 CFR 5.5.

(7) Contract termination: debarment. A
Dbreach of the contract clauses in 20
CFR 55 may be grounds for termi-
nation of the contract, and for debar-
ment as a contractor and a subcon-
tractor as provided in 20 CFR 5.12.

(8) Compliance with Davis-Bacon and
Related Act requirements. All ulings and
interpretations of the Davis-Bacon and
Related Acts contained in 29 CFR parts
1.3, and 5 are herein incorporated by
Teference n this contract.

(9) Disputes concerning labor standards.
‘Disputes arfsing out of the labor stand-
ards provisions of this contract shall
ot be subject to the general disputes
clause of this contract. Such disputes
shall be resolved in accordance with
the procedures of the Department of
Labor set forth in 20 CFR parts 5, 6,
and 7. Disputes within the meaning of
this clause include disputes between
the contractor (or any of its sub-
contractors) and the contracting agen-
cy, the U.S. Department of Labor, or
thé employees or their representatives.

(10) Certification of eligibility. (1) By
entering into this contract, the con-
tractor certifies that neither it (nor he
or she) nor any person or firm who has
an interest in the contractor’s firm is a
person or firm ineligible to be awarded
Government contracts by virtue of sec-
tion 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 20
CFR 5.12(2)(1).

(1) No part of this contract shall be
subcontracted to any person or firm in-
eligible for award of a Government
contract by virtue of section 3(a) of the
Davis-Bacon Act or 20 CFR 5.12()(1).

({11) The penalty for making false
statements Is prescribed in the U.S.
Crimtnal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001

(b) Contract Work Hours and Safety
Standards Act. The Agency Head shall
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cause or require the contracting officer
to insert the following clauses set forth
in paragraphs (bX1), (2). (3). and (4) of
this section in full in any contract in
an amount 1n excess of $100,000 and sub-
ject to the overtime provisions of the
Contract Work Hours and _Safety
Standards Act. These clauses shall be
inserted in addition to the clauses re-
quired by §5.5(a) o §4.6 of part 4 of this
title. As used in this paragraph, the
terms laborers and mechanics include
watchmen and guards.

(1) Overtime _requirements. No con-
tractor or subcontractor contracting
for any part of the conract work which
may require or involve the employ-
‘ment of laborers or mechanics shall re-
quire or permit any such laborer or me-
chanic n any workweek in which he or
she 15 employed on such Work to work
in excess of forty hours in such work-
week unless such laborer or mechanic
Teceives compensation at a rate mnot
less than one and one-half times the
basic rate of pay for all hours worked
in excess of forty hours in such work-
week.

(2) Violation; liability for unpaid wages;
liquidated damages. In the event of any
violation of the clause set forth in
‘paragraph (b)(1) of this section the con-
tractor and any subcontractor respon-
stble therefor shall be liable for the un-
pald wages. In addition, such con-
tractor and subcontractor shall be lia-
ble to the United States (in the case of
work done under contract for the Dis-
trict of Columbia or a territory, to
such District or to such territory), for
liquidated damages. Such liquidated
damages shall be computed With re-
spect to each individual laborer or me-
chanic, including  watchmen and
guards, employed in violation of the
clause set forth in paragraph (b)1) of
ths section, n the sum of §25 for each
calendar day on which such individual
was required or permitted to work in
excess of the standard workweek of
forty hours without payment of the
overtime wages required by the clause
set forth n paragraph (b)(1) of this sec-
tlon.

(3) Withholding for unpaid wages and
liquidated_damages. The (write in_the
name of the Federal agency or the loan
or grant rectplent) shall upon its own
action or upon written request of an
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authorized representative of the De-
partment of Labor withhold or cause to
be withheld, from any moneys payable
on account of work performed by the
contractor or subcontractor under any
such contract or any other Federal
contract with the same prime con-
tractor, or any other federally-assisted
contract subject to the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act, which
is held by the same prime contractor,
such sums as may be determined to be
necessary to satisfy any liabilittes of
such contractor or subcontractor for
unpaid wages and liquidated damages
as provided in the clause set forth in
‘paragraph (b)(2) of this section.

(4) Subcontracts. The contractor or
subcontractor shall insert in any sub-
contracts the clauses set forth in para-
graph (b)(1) through (4) of this section
and also a clause requiring the sub-
contractors to include these clauses in
any lower tier subcontracts. The prime
contractor shall be responsible for
compltance by any subcontractor or
lower tier subcontractor with the
clauses set forth in paragraphs (b)(1)
through (4) of this section.

(c) In addition to the clauses con-
tatned n paragraph (b), in any con-
tract subject omly to the Contract
Work Hours and Safety Standards Act
and not to any of the other statutes
cited n §5.1. the Agency Head shall
cause or require the contracting officer
to insert a clause requiring that the
contractor or _subcontractor shall
maintatn payrolls and basic_payroll
Tecords during the course of the work
and shall preserve them for a period of
three years from the completion of the
contract for all laborers and mechan-
ics, including guards and watchmen,
working on the contract. Such records
shall contain the name and address of
each such employee, soctal security
number, correct classifications, hourly
rates of wages paid. datly and weekly
number of hours worked, deductions
‘made, and actual wages patd. Further,
the Agency Head shall cause or require
the contracting officer to insert n any
such contract a clause providing that
the records to be maintained under this
paragraph shall be made available by
the contractor or subcontractor for in-
spection, copying, or transcription by
authorized representatives of the
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(write the name of agency) and the De-
partment of Labor, and the contractor
or subcontractor will permit such rep-
resentatives to interview employees
during working hours on the job.

§5.6 Enforcement.

(a)(1) It shall be the responsibility of
the Federal agency to ascertain wheth-
er the clauses required by §5.5 have
Deen nserted 1n the contracts subject
to the labor standards provisions of the
Acts contained in §5.1. Agencles which
do ot directly enter into such con-
tracts shall promulgate the necessary
regulations or procedures to require
the rectpient of the Federal assistance
to tnsert in 1ts contracts the provisions
of §5.5. No payment, advance, grant,
1oan, or guarantee of funds shall be ap-
proved by the Federal agency unle
the agency insures that the clauses re-
quired by §5.5 and the appropriate wage
determination of the Secretary of
Labor are contained in such contracts.
Furthermore, no payment, advance,
grant, loan, or guarantee of funds shall
De approved by the Federal agency
after the beginning of construction un-
less there is on file with the agency a
certification by the contractor that the
contractor and 1ts subcontractors have
complied with the provisions of §5.5 or
unless there s on file with the agency
a certification by the contractor that
there 1s a substantial dispute with re-
spect to the required provisions.
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
